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Intro duction to the Club

In 1928, when the bimpshire Road Club was formebere was only one cycling club in Portsmouthe
Portsmouth North End C.C. other than the Portsmouth D.A. of the Cycling Touring Club.

A small number of these C.T.C. members beldrnigethe Wessex R.C. and competed in the Club's time trials in 1
Ringwood area. This group, led by K.Jones, called a meeting at Hollywell, Kingston Crescent, Portsmouth, o
February 1928 and the Hampshire Road Club was born.

Some 22 cyclists weré this meeting, one of them being A.J.Bishop, the Club's President until he sadly died in
January 1996 having enjoyed 67 years of unbroken membership. Bert will always be remembered for the act
he played in the foundation of the Club and continudmi&lopment that took place under his leadership. Bert an
his wife '‘Bubbles' formed a lifelong partnership to help and assist all club members old and new. Bubbles die
shortly before him.

The "raison d'etre" of the Club was, and always has been,dh®fion of time trials for at first- members of the
Cycling Touring Club, and since 1953, for all cyclists. Other aspects of cycle racing and road have been
added to the Club's programme over the decades .The long distance time trial had Bédnidtgreatest strength.
Tandem racing was another favourite pursuit of the H.R.C. The taB@éi@ and 100 miles records put up in the
"Thirties" stood until the "Sixties" before being lowered by D.Hayday and R.Makepeace.

During the momentous war ges of 193H5, the Club maintained a limited programme of events, although all of
local clubs activities had virtually ceased. Those terrible times took a grievous toll of our meiMelgille,
V.Lepora, |.Dexter, H.Sparshatt, F.Few, F.Little, B.ram, and P.Rogers, all losing their lives on active service
Their names live on forever on the Memorial Shield and the McNeille Trophy which are competed for at 50 m
and around Hampshire each year.

Following the end of hostilities, the Club took ery full part in the East Hants Time Trials Combine with other
local clubs, and for three years a successful programme of events were fulfilled.

In 1948 the Club again started promoting its own full programme and has gone from strength each year. iden
increased and also the standard of and quality of the members performances increased too.

In a condensed history such as this, it is very difficult to pick out highlights of our racing successes, but there
some which must merit a mentien:

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winning the Wessex Juvenile road race championships. In 1996 our youngsters dominated the Track League
with Derek Morley winning the Juvenile title. At road & circuit racing David Tribe became the overall winner o
Wessex Juvenile Changuiships.

In September 1999 father & son partnership Alan & Oliver Jones broke the National Tandem Trike Competiti
Record for a 10m Time Trial with a time of 19m.55secs.

In 2002 Claire HarpeBourne became the first woman to win the Club BAR Champiprigtthe history of the
Hampshire Road Club. A record breaking 204 miles were recorded in winning the 12 hr Championship.

members of family. The cost of subiption will be decided by members at the Annual General
Meeting. Applicants accepted for membership after 31st July in any year will not be required to pay
a subscription for that year although the current subscription must still accompany the applicatio

3. Racing members shall be defined as those competing for prizes and shall have reached their 12th
birthday.

4. The Officers of the Club shall be a President and Vice Presidents and Chairman and the following
Honorary Officers; General Secretary, Mesrdhip Secretary, €asurer, Social Secretary, Luncheon
Secretary, Open Event Organisers, Time Trial Secretary, Assistant Time Trial Secretary, Road
Racing Secretary, Track Secreta®pcial MediaEditor, Catering Officer, Runs Secretary,
Publicity/WebsiteOfficer, ClothingOfficer, Chief Timekeeper and Assistant Timekeepers and two
Handicappers. Any Honorary post left vacant at a general meeting may be filleddption during

the year, if supported by a majority of existing Committee members.

5. The @mmitteeshall consist of the Officergxcept Open Event Organisers and Assistant
Timekeepers), and two other members who shall be elected at a general meeting. The Club shall
elect an Honorary Auditor at a general meeting who shall not be a member@tiangommittee.

An Emergency Committee Meeting may be called with any four Officers or Committee members
present, the minutes of the meeting being taken by the senior member (being the longest serving
member) or the Honorary Secretary if present. It magdiled at any time without prior notice being
given. The Committee shall have the power tmpbone member to fill each vacancy that may
arise.

6. Committee Meetings: The Committee shall meet at least four times a year, and such other times
that may le necessary.

10.Honorary Life Membership shall be permitted to any club member, but only at the discretion of
an Annual General Meeting and Honorary Life Membership shall be permitted and granted to a First
Claim Member of 8@ears of age and over, who has 15 years of continuous First Claim membership
preceding their 80th birthday.

11. The financial year of the Club shall end on the 30th September. A copy of the audited financial
statements for the previous year shall be tated with agenda referred to in Club Rule 8, to every
member.

12. Will competitors please note that October 31st is fixed as the end of the racing year. This means
that awards for records broken after this date cannot be awarded at the Club's anauad dinn
December of that year.

13. Alteration of Rules: No alteration to the Rules shown in the Handbook may be made without the
consent of two thirds of the members present and voting at a General Meeting. The interpretation of
any point arising from thautes, by the Committee, is final.

TIME TRIAL RULES

1. No notification of club events will be given other than the accompanying fixture list.

2. Racing members must complete a club entry form and forward it to the Handicapper before their
first event ofthe seasor(Handicap rules sinc2015. All HRC riders riding HRC events will
automatically begin having their times calculated for handicaps and the handicap competitions. No
additional form must be completed.)

3. The agreed entrance fee must accompaaly eace entry.

4. For new club members to qualify for handicap, a club entry form must be completed directly after
their first club event. Their time for that event will be used as the basis for har(iHeagicap rules
since2015 All HRC riders ridingHRC events will automatically begin having their times calculated
for handicaps and the handicap competitidfis additional form must be completgd.

5. An event other than the 12 hr or 100 miles receiving fewer than 5 entries may be cancelled at the
discretion of the promoter. Events runs in conjunction with other clubs shall be exempted.
